
The staff in the Student Support Ser-
vices/TRiO office are thrilled to see 
all of you, our students, coming in and 
using our services.   
 
The SSS/TRiO advisors and I were 
extremely busy this summer bringing 
new students into the program. We 
tried a new approach that we believe 
was incredibly successful.  Rather than 
meeting individually with each poten-
tial participant to describe the pro-
gram, applicants participated in an 
hour-long introductory group session. 
The number of potential participants 
per group ranged from five to sixteen.  
We led these students through a fun 
ice-breaker, explained the history and 
scope of the TRiO programs, de-
scribed the resources and services that 
SSS/TRiO offers and explained the 
expectations we uphold for our partic-
ipants.  At the end of the session, the-
se new participants scheduled their 
one-on-one appointments with their 
assigned academic advisor to discuss 
their individual needs and concerns 
and to make certain they were ready 
to begin Fall 2011.  
 
On August 18th, SSS/TRiO hosted 
the 20th Annual Fall Welcome Ori-
entation. It was a great success.  We 
had a HUGE turnout 

of new and returning SSS/TRiO 
participants.  Students were wel-
comed by Dean of Student Suc-
cess Programs, Mary Diedrich 
and Vice President of Academic 
Affairs, Jane Reinke.   
 
We had an outstanding group of 
Peer Mentor volunteers who did a 
great job of helping make the 
event run smoothly from set up 
and clean up to presenting during 
the breakout sessions.  These are 
students who exemplify what it 
means to be a ògreat student.ó  
They go above and beyond what is 
expected of them in the classroom 
and are involved in SSS/TRiO and 
other activities on campus.   
 
The group heard from three SSS/
TRiO students who studied abroad 
in Salamanca, Spain this summer 
on a scholarship exclusively for 
TRiO students.  
 
SSS Academic Advisor Michael 
Birchard and several of the peer 
mentors led a breakout session 
about becoming wise and success-
ful college students.

Sometimes, making a career 
or college choice does not 
come easily. Visiting other 
college campuses helps you 
make that decision because 
you have the opportunity to 
experience the campus first 
hand. First of all, just visit-
ing a campus helps remove 
some of that fear of the un-
known.  You can meet with 
staff and faculty to get your 
questions answered ð often 
more in depth than phone 
or email conversations. You 
can get an insight about the 
way a campus ôfeelsõ ð does 
it either attract you or repel 
you? You might feel that a 
campus is so right that you 
will go there no matter how 
much it costs or what other 
obstacles you could face. Or 
you might have your heart 

set on a campus for some 
reason and when you get 
there you find yourself won-
dering, òWhy?ó 
 
Visiting more than one cam-
pus gives you the oppor-
tunity to compare colleges. 
Finding something you want 
at one college that another 
doesnõt have can factor into 
your final decision. I have 
discovered that a visiting 
student might be informed 
about scholarships that are 
not widely known, and since 
cost is an important factor 
in the college choice, a 
school that offers you more 
money might look more 
attractive to you. 
 
Your advisor knows a lot 
about other colleges and 
how to get there, but some-

times, hearing the same in-
formation from an ôinsideõ 
source validates that infor-
mation.  And since there is 
always something your advi-
sor doesnõt know, you can 
get that information too. 
 
So the bottom line is this: 
SSS/TRiO staff will be tak-
ing students to visit many 
colleges throughout the 
year.  You have an oppor-
tunity to get that first hand 
information that will help 
you make your final deci-
sion. Get into our office 
ASAP and sign up for tours. 
Some we have set dates al-
ready, and others we will set 
up if there are enough stu-
dents interested.
