Program Overview

The Associate of Arts (A.A.) in Liberal
Artsis awarded for successful comple-
tion of 60 designated credits and is de-
signed to constitute the first two years of
a liberal arts bachelor’s degree program.
The Associate of Artsis a liberal arts de-
gree intended primarily for students who
plan to transfer to another college or
university to complete abachelor’s de-
gree.

Students may also choose to concentrate
in a particular field of study in prepara-
tion for a planned major or professional
emphasis at afour-year college by fol-
lowing the pre-major requirements of
the desired transfer institution.

An AA. degree includes the entire Min-
nesota Transfer Curriculum (MnTC), 40
semester credits of general education.
Pursuant to Minnesota state statute, the
MnTC must transfer to any institution
within the Minnesota State system
(MinnState) or the University of Minne-
sota.

Students are encouraged to develop an
educational plan with an advisor to en-
sure that they are meeting degree re-
quirements and planning for a successful
transfer.

A.A. Requirements

Complete 40 credits in the Minnesota
Transfer Curriculum, satisfying the re-
quirements for each of the 10 goal areas.

Grades of A,B,C, and D are accepted in
the MnTC; however, a cumulative 2.0
GPA isrequired to complete the entire 40
-credit, 10 goal area Minnesota Transfer
Curriculum.

Complete at least4 credits for the health
requirement, with at least one course
from Health and one course from Exer-
cise Science.

Complete up to 16 elective credits select-
ed from any college course offering num-
bered 1000 and above, to meet the 60
total creditrequirement.

A cumulative 2.0 GPA is required to grad-
uate with the Associate of Arts degree.

15 credits must be earned at NHCC

Students completing the Minnesota Transfer
Curriculum must take courses that satisfy
each of the 10 goal areas. A minimum of 40
credits is required. Courses designated with a
superscript satisfy more than one goal area,
however, credits may only be counted once
toward the 40 credit minimum.
