✓ Complete an Associate’s Degree 

The table below shows the transfer courses that meet requirements for the Social Work program. 

North Hennepin Community College Courses Social Work Requirements Met  

PSYC 1160 Intro to Psychology or  
PSYC 1250 Life Span Developmental Psychology 
SOC 1110 Introduction to Sociology, 
Additional social science courses to fulfill the requirement. 

Prerequisites for application to the major:  
Students will need to complete 12 credits of social 
science coursework including an Introductory 
Psychology or Development Life Span course. 

Courses recommended for Advanced Standing in MSW. 
 

Biology courses that cover human systems: 
BIOL 1130 Human Biology with a Lab 
 

Statistics course that covers foundational statistics: 
MATH 1030 Elementary Statistics or 
PSYC 2000 Statistics for the Behavioral Sciences 
 

It is strongly recommended that students planning to 
apply for advanced standing in a graduate school for 
social work complete a foundational Statistics course 
and a Biology course covering human systems. These 
courses are not required for admission to the 
undergraduate SWK program. 

✓ Complete the Minnesota Transfer Curriculum (MnTC)  

The B.A. degree at CSS includes general education requirements referred to as Veritas. The College of St. Scholastica 
accepts the MnTC or AA degree (with MnTC) to fulfill all of the Veritas requirements except for one religious studies 
course and one upper division Integrations course. The Integrations requirement must be completed at CSS. 
 
Students who have not completed the MnTC are encouraged to contact a CSS admissions counselor to discuss the 
best option for fulfilling the Veritas requirements. Information is also available on the Transferology website. 

✓ Apply for Admission to The College of St. Scholastica 

Students are encouraged to contact a CSS Admissions Counselor early for questions about transferring credits and 
applying to St. Scholastica.
